Snow Removal: All trailers and campers need to be removed from the streets by Nov 1st. With snow coming we ask that residents not park on the street so the city plows can clean the streets. Please keep garbage cans on your driveway instead of on the street, this makes it easier for snowplows to get through.

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SAFETY CIRCLE
Prepare Your Home (CDC)
Staying inside is no guarantee of safety.  To keep your home safe and warm during the winter months.
· Winterize your home.
· Install weather stripping, insulation, and storm windows.
· Insulate water lines that run along exterior walls.
· Clean out gutters and repair roof leaks.
· Check your heating systems.
· Have your heating system serviced professionally to make sure that it is clean, working properly, and ventilated to the outside.
· Inspect and clean fireplaces and chimneys.
· Have a safe alternate heating source and alternate fuels available.
· If you do not have working smoke detectors, install one inside each bedroom, outside each sleeping area, and on every level of the home, including the basement. Test batteries monthly and replace them twice a year.
· Prevent carbon monoxide (CO) poisoning emergencies.
· Install a battery-operated or battery backup CO detector to alert you of the presence of the deadly, odorless, colorless gas. Check or change the battery when you change your clocks in the fall and spring.
· Learn the symptoms of CO poisoning: headache, dizziness, weakness, upset stomach, vomiting, chest pain, and confusion.
