May Stormwater News. 
Stormwater pollution can be divided into three categories: 
Natural-Organic material such as leaves, grass clippings and sediment. 
Chemical-detergants, coolant oil, grease, fertilizer, and paint.
Litter-Plastic bags and cigarette butts.
Stormwater is a vehicle for transporting items into our waterways. During a rainstorm or snowmelt chemicals and sediments are convayed into our waterways. These discharges cause significant damage to our enviornment and quality of life. This is otherwise known as nonpoint pollution. Some pollutants are toxic and in small concentrations can greatly impact an entire ecosystem. Nutrients produced in great quantities can overwhelm a natural system. The following practices can help homeowners further reduce the potential for storm water pollution. 
1. Keeping Trash including leaves and grass clippings off of the streets and out of the storm drain
1. Repairing automotive leaks
1. Properly disposing of hazardous wastes
1. Preventing oil, pesticides, paint, or other material from being poured down the storm drain
1. Minimizing the use of pesticides, fertilizers and deicing materials
1. Washing cars in the lawn or in commercial car washes
